THE RACE COURSE

Half Marathon Course

The course follows a scenic out and back route
along Spadina Crescent and Saskatchewan
Crescent. The race starts at Meewasin Park
near the intersection of Pinehouse and
Whiteswan Drive and proceeds south along
Spadina Crescent. Participants cross the
Victoria Bridge, go south to 9th St., turn right
on 9th St to Lorne Ave. Turn left on Lorne
to 8th St. Turn right (west) onto 8th St. and
continue to Sask. Cres. Turn left (South)
onto Sask Cres. to Diefenbaker Park, at
which point they return along the same route to
the finish line.

10km Course

The 10km race follows the half marathon route
but turns around near the Mendel Art Gallery.

5km Course

The 5km race follows the half marathon route
but turns around near Pembina Avenue.

Course Restrictions

The right hand lane along both Spadina and
Whiteswan Drive will be closed to public traffic.
Volunteers, orange traffic cones, and some
roadblocks will be used to help mark the course
and direct traffic. However, please be aware
that accidents can happen.

No dogs, bikes, baby strollers or roller blades
are permitted on the course.
